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ORDINANCE DESIGNATING ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS

Ordinance No. 1800
Adopted: March 25, 1985

Effective: April 3, 1985

An ordinance to authorize certain Township officials to issue and serve District Court 
appearance tickets pursuant to Public Act 366 of 1984.

THE TOWNSHIP OF GOODLAND ORDAINS:

Section 1:

The Township Building Inspector, Plumbing Inspector, Mechanical Inspector and 
Electrical Inspector are authorized to issue and serve District Court appearance tickets for 
violations of any provision of the Township Building Code, Plumbing Code, Mechanical 
Code or Electrical Code.

Section 2:

The Township Zoning Administrator is authorized to issue and serve District Court 
appearance tickets for any violation of the Township Zoning Ordinance.

Section 3:

The Township Building Inspector and Zoning Administrator are authorized to issue and 
serve District Court appearance tickets for any violation of the Blight Ordinance.

Section 4:

The Township Constable is authorized to issue and serve District Court appearance 
tickets for the violation of any Township ordinance.
