TOWNSHIP OF GOODLAND

RENTAL DWELLING ORDINANCE NO. 2200-05

An Ordinance to establish minimum standards for rental dwelling
units to provide for health and safety; to provide for
inspections; and to provide for enforcement and administration.

THE TOWNSHIP OF GOODLAND ORDAINS:

SECTION 1. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

A APPLI CABILITY. The provisions of this O dinance shal
apply to any person owni ng, occupying, managi ng, or
controlling any rental dwellings in the Townshi p. Al
rental dwellings shall conply with the standards set forth
in this Odinance.

B. | NSPECTI ONS REQUIRED. Rental dwelling units shall be
periodically inspected to maintain conpliance with this
Ordi nance. An inspection shall be conducted in the
foll owi ng circunstances:
(1) Probabl e cause exists to believe there is a violation
of this Ordinance.
(2) There is a need to determ ne conpliance with an order
or notice issued by the Townshi p.
(3) A safety energency is observed or reasonably believed
to exist.
(4) A request for an inspection is nade by a tenant, owner
or responsible party.
(5) A periodic inspection conducted at | east once in any
three (3) year period.
(6) An inspection nust be made upon occupant change.
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SECTION 2. MINIMUM STANDARDS FOR BASIC EQUIPMENT AND
FACILITIES:

RAILINGS. Any side of a floor, porch, stoop or patio that
Is nore than thirty (30) inches above the i medi ate

adj acent ground or floor shall be bounded by a railing in
good repair.

STAI RWAY HANDRAI LS AND GUARDRAI LS. All stairways with
three (3) steps or nore shall be bounded by railings which
are properly installed and in good repair.

DRAINS. All rainwater shall be so drained and conveyed
fromevery roof so as not to cause danpness in the walls,
ceiling or floors of any habitable room

EXTERI OR SURFACES. All exterior surfaces shall be weat her
tight, waterproof, vermn proof and shall be kept in good
and sanitary condition. Exterior surfaces, which
deteriorate from exposure to the weat her, shall be
protected by a properly applied water-resistant paint,
wat er proof finish or other weatherizing treatnent.

EXTERI OR ATTACHMENTS. Exterior attachments to basic
structural elenments, including but not Iimted to gutters,
down spouts, screening, vents, antennae, awni ngs, and
utility connections, shall be in good repair.

| NTERI OR FI XTURES. All interior fixtures shall be in good
repair.

MEANS OF EGRESS GENERALLY.

() Al'l neans of egress fromany point in a dwelling to a
public way shall be naintained in good repair, avail able
for immedi ate use and free of all obstructions.

() Al'l egress doors shall open fromthe side in which
egress is made wi thout the use of a key or speci al

know edge or effort.

EMERGENCY ESCAPE REQUIRED. All sleeping roons in a

dwelling unit shall have a m ninmum of one (1) operable

wi ndow or exterior door approved for energency egress or
rescue in accordance with the foll ow ng:

() Where wi ndows are provided as a neans of egress or
rescue the sill height shall not exceed forty-four inches
(44") above the floor and be free of obstructions;

() Bars, grills, or screens placed over energency escape
wi ndows shall be releasable or renovable fromthe inside
W t hout the use of a key, tool, or excessive force;
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() Al'l | ocking devices on exterior doors shall be
properly installed and in good repair. Al doors which
provide entry to rental dwellings froma comon hall shal
be provided with a properly installed |ocking device in
good repair without interior keyed | ocks or dead bolts.

| NTERI OR SURFACES.

() Al'l floors in any room where any water faucets are
present shall be protected by sone unbroken wat erproof or
wat er-resi stant covering such as paint, tile, or |inoleum
() Any wall in a dwelling unit or roomng unit in which a
wat er faucet is present shall be nmade of sone wat er proof
material or shall be conpletely covered by sone waterproof
or water-resistant coating or covering. Such coating or
covering shall be in good repair.

ATTI C ACCESS. Every dwelling unit shall contain an attic
access with a mninum size of 22" x 36”.

KITCHEN FACILITIES REQU RED. Every dwelling unit shal

have a kitchen or kitchenette. A kitchen or kitchenette
shal|l have a sink, cabinets, and counter or table, all of
whi ch shall be in good repair.

KI TCHEN APPL| ANCES REQUI RED. Every occupi ed dwelling unit

shall contain a working stove, oven, and refrigerator
mai ntai ned in good repair. Food prepared or cooked indoors
shall be done only in a kitchen.

MAI NTENANCE. Al materials, fixtures, equipnent,
appl i ances, or facilities required by this O di nance
ot herwi se present in a dwelling shall be in good repair.

SMOKE DETECTOR REQUI RED. A m ninum of one (1) single
station snoke detector shall be provided and nmaintained in
good repair for each bedroomarea of a dwelling unit or
room ng unit and every level of a dwelling.

CARBON MONOXI DE DETECTOR REQUI RED. Each dwel I'ing unit

shall contain at |east one (1) carbon nonoxi de detector
that shall be maintained in working order at all tines.

| NFESTATI ON. Every dwelling shall be kept free of uncaged
rodents, uncaged birds, cockroaches, fleas, |ice, bedbugs,
or vermn.

SANI TATION. All roons, room surfaces, systens, fixtures,
facilities, equipnent, appliances, and furnishings shall be
kept in a sanitary condition.
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SECTION 3. M NI MUM STANDARDS FOR ELECTRI CAL SERVI CE:
ELECTRI CAL SYSTEM REQUI RED. Every dwelling shall have an

el ectrical system conponents and safety devices which are
properly installed and in good repair.

ELECTRI CAL SYSTEM I NSPECTI ON. If visual inspection by the
Housi ng I nspector that the wiring systemof an existing
dwel ling unit is inadequate or if code certification for
any reason is required or requested, the follow ng m ni num
standards shall be conplied wth:

(24864) Entrances and Exits. Were tw (2) or nore
entrances and/or exits, at least two (2) shall be
illumnated by exterior |ights. Exterior |ights shall be
controlled by interior wall sw tches, |ocated for
conveni ent and readily accessi bl e use.

(24865) Living Room The living roomshall be provided
with a conveniently |located wall switch controlled |ight or
receptacle. The switch receptacle nay be one of the
required receptacles in the room Duplex receptacles shal
be equal ly spaced around the walls of the room one dupl ex
receptacle on each wall; unless the space is nore than

twel ve (12) feet.

(24866) Kitchen. The kitchen shall be provided with
il1lumnation. The required illum nation shall be
controlled by a wall switch | ocated for conveni ent and
readily accessible use. A separated kitchen appliance
circuit shall be provided, supplying a mninmmof three (3)
groundi ng-type dupl ex receptacle outlets. Two (2) of these
receptacl es shall be readily accessible and spaced for
conveni ent use of portable appliances. New appliance
circuits shall be 20-anpere maxi mum capacity with a G ound
Fault Interrupter.

(24867) Bat hroom The bat hroom shal |l be provided with

i1 lumnation, controlled by a conveniently |ocated wal
switch. A receptacle separate froma light fixture shal

be provided. The receptacle shall be at least thirty (30)
i nches and not nore than forty-eight (48) inches above the
floor, adjacent to the wash basin and not nore than forty-
ei ght (48) inches fromthe basin.

(24868) Servi ce and/or Feeder. The service or feeder to
an existing dwelling unit shall be a mninmmof three-wire,
one hundred anpere capacity. Service equi pnent shall be
dead front, having no live parts exposed whereby acci dent al
contact could be made. All plug type fuses shall be Type
S. Exception: An existing properly installed fifty-five
anpere capacity, three-wire service and feeders of thirty
anpere, two-wire are acceptable if adequate for the | oad
bei ng served.
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(24869) Exi sting Wring and Equi pnment. Existing wiring
and equi pnent shall be in good repair. Circuit extensions
made with flexible cord wiring in lieu of permanent wiring
shal | be elim nat ed.

EVI DENCE CF ELECTRI CAL SYSTEM | NADEQUACY. Any of the

foll owi ng shall be considered evidence of inadequacy:
(25380) Use of cords in |lieu of permanent w ring.
(25381) Over-sizing of over-current protection for
circuits, feeders or service.

(25382) Unapproved extensions to the wiring systemin
order to provide light, heat or power.

(25383) El ectrical overl oad.

(25384) M suse of electrical equipnent.

(25385) Lack of lighting fixtures in the bathroons,

| aundry room furnace room stairway or basenent.
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SECTION 4. M N MUM STANDARDS FOR PLUMBI NG SERVI CE:

VWWWWWWWWWVYWWWWWVYWWWWWWWY. WATER SYSTEM REQUI RED.
Every dwel ling shall have a water systemwhich is in good
repair and free of |eaks. Every dwelling unit shall contain
atoilet, a lavatory sink, and a bathtub or shower. All
such facilities shall be in good repair and shall be
| ocated within a conpletely encl osed room or roons.

VAN HOT AND COLD WATER
SUPPLY. Every sink, basin, bathtub, or shower facility
required by this Odinance shall be properly connected with
both hot and cold water lines. The hot water |ines shal
be connected to and supplied froman approved hot water
source which is properly installed and maintained in a safe
and good working condition. The water system shall be
sized to supply hot water at a mninmumtenperature to
outlets of one hundred and ten (110) degrees Fahrenheit but
not exceedi ng one hundred twenty (120) degrees Fahrenheit
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to nmeet both daily requirenents and hourly peak | oads of
the occupants of the building.

Every dwel ling shall have a sewage di sposal systemwhich is
in good repair and free of |eaks.

Every dwelling shall have a.heating
system Every heating systemshall be properly install ed,
in good repair and free of |eaks and obstructions.
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SECTION 6. GARBAGE AND RUBBI SH

A Every occupant of a dwelling regulated by this O di nance
shal | dispose of all his garbage and rubbish in a clean and
sanitary manner by placing it in the rubbish facility
provi ded by the owner.

B. It shall be the responsibility of the owner of every rental
dwel ling to provide garbage and rubbi sh renoval service a
m ni nrum of once weekly.

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fl oor area of the roomfor the purpose of determning the
maxi mum perm ssi bl e occupancy thereof or the required
habi t abl e fl oor area.

() Hal | ways, corridors, bathroons, water closets, and
kitchens shall have a mininmumceiling height of seven (7)
feet measured to the | owest projection fromthe ceiling.
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SECTION 8. M N MUM STANDARDS FOR VENTI LATI ON:

W NDOAS, DOORS, AND SCREENS. All w ndows and exterior
doors, including stormw ndows and doors shall be weat her
tight and in good repair. All screen doors and screens
shall be in good repair.

REQUI RED W NDOW AREA. Each habitable room shall contain

wi ndow or skylights which have a conbined area equal to or
exceeding eight (8% percent of the floor area of the room
except for kitchens and bathroons. The required w ndow
area in a basenent of a cellar being used as a habitable
room shall be |l ocated entirely above grade.

NATURAL LIGHTING Al required wi ndows or skylights
specified in Section 8.B. nust be nmintained in working
order as to be able to open and cl ose safely.

MECHANI CAL VENTI LATION. Properly installed nechanica
ventilation controlled by the occupant nay be used in place
of required natural ventilation in any habitable room

Such nechani cal ventilation shall be maintained i n good
repair.

KI TCHEN VENTI LATION. Kitchens and kitchenettes shall have
a mnimum of one required w ndow opening directly to the
outdoors or be provided with nechanical ventilation. Wen
the kitchen is not provided with required natura
ventilation, nechanical ventilation shall be provided (a)
in the ceiling or wall close to the range and not nore than
four (4) feet fromthe center |ine of the range off the
side or front of the range; or (b) in the wall directly
above the range between wall cabinets and range, provided a
metal collector hood is installed.
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SECTION 9. GENERAL REQUI REMENTS AND RESPONSI BI LI TI ES OF OANERS
AND OCCUPANTS.
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BBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBBB. RESPONSI Bl LI TY OF
OMERS. It shall be the responsibility of the owner to
keep and maintain each dwelling so as to conply wth the
m ni mum basi c requirenents of this Odinance. |If the owner
I's prevented fromconplying with such requirenents by the
actions of a tenant, it shall be the right of the owner to
termnate the tenancy and evict the tenant in accordance
with applicable state law. It is the owner’s
responsibility to informtenant of inspection and to all ow
the inspector access of the rental dwelling.

CCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCCC. RESPONSIBILITY OF
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OCCUPANTS. Every occupant shall cooperate with the owner
or responsible party and shall be responsible for keeping
and maintaining the dwelling in a safe and sanitary

condi tion, except for nornmal wear and tear, and for neeting
the m ni mumrequirenents of this O dinance.

(30446) One whi ch does not include a stove or other
cooking facilities, a refrigerator, or space for dry goods
storage; except however, where said facilities are not
required by this Odinance for a particular type of
dwel l'ing unit.
(30447) One whi ch exposes or could expose the occupants
to dangerous |levels of air pollution from carbon nonoxi de,
sewer gas, dust, or other harnful pollutants.
(30448) One which because of its |ocation, exposes or
coul d expose the occupants to serious adverse environnental
condi tions, natural or manmade, such as dangerous wal ks,
steps, instability, flooding, poor drainage, septic tank
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bank-ups, and sewage hazards, nud slides, or excessive
noi se, vibration, or vehicular traffic.

Condi tions shall be issued by mailing or delivering the
Order to the responsible party. |If the Township I nspector
I's unable to personally serve the responsible party with an
Order to Repair or Correct Conditions, the Township

| nspector shall post an Order to Repair or Correct
Conditions in a conspicuous place on or near the dwelling.

(31493) Specify the date of the inspection.

(31494) Specify the address which the violation was found.
(31495) I ncl ude the nane, tel ephone nunber and signature
of the inspector.

(31496) I ncl ude a description and the |ocation of each

vi ol ati on observed by the inspector.

(31497) Order the responsible party to correct all listed
viol ations by a specified date.

(31498) State that re-inspection will be nade to
determ ne whether all violations have been corrected by the
date specified.

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UNSAFE. The Housing | nspector nmay declare a dwelling
unsaf e when the responsible party has failed to conply with
the Ordinance. |If the Township I nspector declares a
dwel I'i ng unsafe and is unable to personally serve the

prior to the date of adoption of the Ordinance.

L. CIVIL REMEDIES FOR VIOLATIONS.
(1) If adwelling is constructed, altered, converted or
mai ntai ned in violation of any provisions of this
Ordi nance or any order or notice given hereunder, or
i f a nuisance exists at any dwelling, the Township nay
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institute an action in the Crcuit Court to prevent
such unl awful construction, alteration, conversion or
mai nt enance, or restrain, correct or abate such

vi ol ati on of nuisance, to prevent the occupation of
such dwelling or to prevent any illegal act or conduct
of any business in or about such dwelling. Whenever
t he Townshi p has incurred any expense for the
enforcement of this Ordinance or the judgnent of the
Court, the Township may institute and naintain a suit
agai nst the responsible party of the dwelling in
respect to which such expense was incurred and may
recover the anount of such expense in addition to the
costs of the suit.

(2) The Township shall have a |lien upon the prem ses for
t he expenses necessarily incurred in the execution of
such judgnment, which lien shall have priority over al
other liens or encunbrances except taxes, assessnents
or nortgages recorded previous to the existence of
such Iien. Such a lien may be foreclosed as in the
case for foreclosure of nortgages in GCrcuit Court.

M PENALTY. Any person, firmor corporation who viol ates any
of the provisions of this ordinance is responsible for a
muni ci pal civil infraction, subject to paynent of a civil
fine of not less than fifty ($50.00) Dollars, plus costs
and ot her sanctions, for each infraction. Repeat offenses
under this Odinance shall be subject to increased fines as
provi ded by Ordi nance No. 1801.

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	A. APPLICABILITY.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall apply to any person owning, occupying, managing, or controlling any rental dwellings in the Township.   All rental dwellings shall comply with the standards set forth in this Ordinance.
	B. INSPECTIONS REQUIRED.  Rental dwelling units shall be periodically inspected to maintain compliance with this Ordinance.  An inspection shall be conducted in the following circumstances:
	. RAILINGS.  Any side of a floor, porch, stoop or patio that is more than thirty (30) inches above the immediate adjacent ground or floor shall be bounded by a railing in good repair.
	. STAIRWAY HANDRAILS AND GUARDRAILS.  All stairways with three (3) steps or more shall be bounded by railings which are properly installed and in good repair.
	. DRAINS.  All rainwater shall be so drained and conveyed from every roof so as not to cause dampness in the walls, ceiling or floors of any habitable room.
	. EXTERIOR SURFACES.  All exterior surfaces shall be weather tight, waterproof, vermin proof and shall be kept in good and sanitary condition.  Exterior surfaces, which deteriorate from exposure to the weather, shall be protected by a properly applied water-resistant paint, waterproof finish or other weatherizing treatment.
	. EXTERIOR ATTACHMENTS.  Exterior attachments to basic structural elements, including but not limited to gutters, down spouts, screening, vents, antennae, awnings, and utility connections, shall be in good repair.
	. INTERIOR FIXTURES.  All interior fixtures shall be in good repair.
	. MEANS OF EGRESS GENERALLY.  
	. EMERGENCY ESCAPE REQUIRED.  All sleeping rooms in a dwelling unit  shall have a minimum of one (1) operable window or exterior door approved for emergency egress or rescue in accordance with the following:
	. INTERIOR SURFACES.  
	. ATTIC ACCESS.  Every dwelling unit shall contain an attic access with a minimum size of 22” x 36”. 
	. KITCHEN FACILITIES REQUIRED.  Every dwelling unit shall have a kitchen or kitchenette.  A kitchen or kitchenette shall have a sink, cabinets, and counter or table, all of which shall be in good repair.
	. KITCHEN APPLIANCES REQUIRED.  Every occupied dwelling unit shall contain a working stove, oven, and refrigerator maintained in good repair.  Food prepared or cooked indoors shall be done only in a kitchen.
	. MAINTENANCE.  All materials, fixtures, equipment, appliances, or facilities required by this Ordinance otherwise present in a dwelling shall be in good repair.
	. SMOKE DETECTOR REQUIRED.  A minimum of one (1) single station smoke detector shall be provided and maintained in good repair for each bedroom area of a dwelling unit or rooming unit and every level of a dwelling.
	. CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTOR REQUIRED.  Each dwelling unit shall contain at least one (1) carbon monoxide detector that shall be maintained in working order at all times.
	. INFESTATION.  Every dwelling shall be kept free of uncaged rodents, uncaged birds, cockroaches, fleas, lice, bedbugs, or vermin.
	. SANITATION.  All rooms, room surfaces, systems, fixtures, facilities, equipment, appliances, and furnishings shall be kept in a sanitary condition.
	. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM REQUIRED.  Every dwelling shall have an electrical system, components and safety devices which are properly installed and in good repair.
	. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM INSPECTION.  If visual inspection by the Housing Inspector that the wiring system of an existing dwelling unit is inadequate or if code certification for any reason is required or requested, the following minimum standards shall be complied with:

Entry without the consent of an occupant or responsible party shall require an administrative search warrant.
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	(1) If a dwelling is constructed, altered, converted or maintained in violation of any provisions of this Ordinance or any order or notice given hereunder, or if a nuisance exists at any dwelling, the Township may institute an action in the Circuit Court to prevent such unlawful construction, alteration, conversion or maintenance, or restrain, correct or abate such violation of nuisance, to prevent the occupation of such dwelling or to prevent any illegal act or conduct of any business in or about such dwelling.  Whenever the Township has incurred any expense for the enforcement of this Ordinance or the judgment of the Court, the Township may institute and maintain a suit against the responsible party of the dwelling in respect to which such expense was incurred and may recover the amount of such expense in addition to the costs of the suit.
	(2) The Township shall have a lien upon the premises for the expenses necessarily incurred in the execution of such judgment, which lien shall have priority over all other liens or encumbrances except taxes, assessments or mortgages recorded previous to the existence of such lien.  Such a lien may be foreclosed as in the case for foreclosure of mortgages in Circuit Court.
